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The National Youth Fund (NYF) encourages and support youth initiatives and innovations to co-create social change for the benefit of the community through partnerships with youth organisations, schools, Institutes of Higher Learning (IHL) and other community partners with a youth development focus.  Projects and initiatives supported should aid in the youth development and enhance youth sector organisations’ capacities towards the development of a vibrant youth ecosystem that nurtures youth as active citizens, community change-makers and inspirational role models in society.
National Youth Council (NYC), being the grant administrator welcomes grant inquiries from grant seekers.  NYC will respond within one month upon receipt of the grant inquiry form, advising the grant seeker whether there is sufficient interest to pursue a formal grant application.  If so, NYC will request the grant seekers to prepare a detailed grant application as a follow-up to the grant inquiry.  The formal process of grant scoping and assessment to approval will take about three to six months depending on the nature of the project and the grant quantum.  NYC will carefully study grant requests before making its recommendations to the NYF Trustees and Advisory Committee for approval. 
In order for your application to be considered, submit a narrative limited to two pages describing the project.  Please include all information as requested below in word document format; incomplete forms will not be considered.  Before submitting an application, please carefully review NYF’s grant eligibility criteria.
